	Social & Emotional Learning                        
Tuesday mornings, children will participate in a Social and Emotional Learning program. The CASEA program works in partnership with parents, schools and mental health clinicians to improve children’s behaviour early, before the problems become more challenging and entrenched.

Activities in the Classroom Program encourage children to better manage their behaviour and learn a number of skills.

	Art    
In Art this term students will explore a range of materials, techniques and ideas in 2D and 3D form starting with printmaking. We will be exploring the colliagraph technique to create abstracted faces using various textured card and objects. By cutting shapes from cardboard, foam and mount board students will experiment with composition and colour to create an abstract work. As Space is a theme this term students will be working together to create a hanging instillation of the solar system. We will be looking at the soft sculptures of artists Mirka Mora and Claes Oldenburg for inspiration as students create their own soft sculpture creature from another planet. We will continue to respond to various artworks from different cultures and historical contexts each week.   

	French   

Students will be continuing to build on routines and songs. They will be finishing off and performing a play in small groups. Starting new unit of work, 'Les trois petits cochons' (The three little pigs).

	Music
Students in three / four will work towards a whole school performance with a particular focus on developing their knowledge and utilisation of performance skills. They will learn two songs and dance routines and will be introduced to how song form is used in choreography.  Students at this level are challenged to become team members and create a safe environment for everyone to try new skills in.  They are encouraged to support each other and be aware of and manage how they are feeling and behaving in rehearsal and performance situations.
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
