This week's wellbeing article located in the Chaplains Corner looks 
at how parents and care givers can help and support preteens and 

teenagers respond when they experience strong (& at times 
overwhelming) emotions and calm down.

"Pre-teens and teenagers often feel and express strong emotions. 
For example, they might feel angry if something seems unfair, or 
disappointed if something doesn’t turn out the way they wanted.
These emotions can be overwhelming. At the same time, because 
of teenage brain development, teenagers don’t always have the 

skills to think about things rationally.
Learning to calm down is an important part of learning to 

understand and manage emotions for pre-teens and teenagers.“
